on 22 occasions and Willie Park Sr. the first ever champion
was based at Musselburgh. The Ryder Cup, European Tour,
Ladies European Tour and Seniors Tour Championships as
well as every notable British Amateur Championship have
all been staged in this small part of Scotland.

Mary Stuart, Queen of Scots, was a notable golfer who
fell foul of the Church for playing golf over the fields of
Seton in East Lothian just a few days after the murder of
her second husband, Lord Darnley in 1567 and later North
Berwick became the first golf club to include women. The
‘Mother of Golf' in the ‘Cradle of Golf’ - all part of the
rich golfing heritage of the area.

Eight of the courses on Scotland’s Golf Coast feature in
National Club Golfer’s Top 100 Links in the UK and Ireland
[more than any other region], with Muirfield topping Golf
